Geography

Peru borders with Brazil, Ecuador, Bolivia,
Colombia, and Chile. ElI Callao, its main
port, is an important player in the Pacific
Rim trade. Peru’s area is of 496,000 square
miles (1.28 million square kilometers). It's
the 19th largest country in the world and
the third largest in South America.
